and | can see how my understanding of
the Word and the Lord was very cloudy.
The teachings of the New Church have
allowed me to see Him. Now the clouds
are not as dark as they used to

be.

a young

mother, | often
wondered what my
purpose was. My kids were
small, and | was in a mentally
abusive relationship. Growing up,
I'd been taught to turn the other cheek.
I took a lot of stuff that I now know was
not from the Lord. I didn’t know how to
separate the good from evil, to protect
myself.

When people harmed me, | thought |
should feel hate forthem. My grudges had
built up. I didn’t think that it hurt anyone
outside of myself, because everything |
felt was inside.

The
car became a home because
the house we lived
in had so much
torment. We did
this for two years,
and all the while
there was something
missing, but we couldn’t
put our finger on it.

While on this journey,
| woke up one morn-
"% ing with terrible

back pain.
The only thing | could
do was lay on the floor.
The doctor told me | had
muscle spasms that would
pass and gave me some medi-
cine for the pain.

| propped myself in front of our TV at
home, and | watched until | couldn’t
watch anymore. | turned off the TV and
started reading the Word. | couldn’t put
it down. After that, Marcus used to bring
his friends home and we would study the
Word, right there on the floor. The Lord
was calling me to Him.

One memorable day, | went to McDon-
alds. A man came in who had done
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something to me, and | looked at him,
full of hatred. I know | looked like a mon-
ster. Two preachers were sitting nearby,
and | overheard the things
one preacher was saying

to the other. It was on
the subject of what | was
going through.

| went to the preacher

as | was leaving, and
thanked him for the
words he spoke.

Hesaid, “Oh, that's the Lord.”
That was the first time | was introduced
to Brother Miller.

He spoke words about
my life, and | asked,

“How do you know these things about
me?”

“It's the Lord,” he said. He gave me
homework—to go read from the Word. |
walked out of McDonalds baffled, won-
dering what in the world had happened.

Well, yes, there is. Jesus said on

But what
does that mean? When we allow the
Lord's energy to reach out and touch
us, and then deliberately turn from it,
we make it impossible for Him to reach
us. | think that this “unforgivable sin” is
“determined self-justification.” If some-
one knows what'’s true and good, and
absolutely rejects it, he or she makes it
impossible for the Lord to reach him or
her.

It is the person who has built the
wall. We are taught that He forgives all
sins, for He says, “They know not what
they do,” even as He said these words
on the cross.

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Can the Lord really be born into our lives? If so, where is His

place of birth and how do we find Him? Rev. Matthew Genzlinger

tackles these questions, and the answers may surprise you!

ometimes we find ourselves in a
S state very much like that in the

Christmas story. Spiritually, it is
night time. Pressure and stress are tax-
ing us just as Caesar Augustus called all
the world to be registered. There doesn't
seem to be any room for the Lord
in our lives, just as there
was no room in the inn
for Mary and Joseph.

The good news is
that no matter how
bad things seem,
there is always a °
place the Lord can be
born. Even though the
world was a dark place at the

time of the Lord’s advent, there were
many good people who were willing to
listen: shepherds, wise men, Mary, and
others. If we are willing to cooperate
with Him, He will always reveal Himself.
If we're willing to listen, the Lord is al-
ways ready to meet us, as the angels told
the shepherds in the field two thousand
years ago, to tell us of a Savior who is
Christ the Lord.

Swaddling clothes
remind us not only of
the innocence we need in
i approaching the Lord, but
% also the love for the
neighbor.

When the Lord came into the world,
He chose to be born in a manger where
horses are fed. A manger represents His
Word: the place we'go to find the Lord
and to be fed by Him ourselves. The
light the Lord’s advent brought allows
everyone to be fed and strengthened
through a deeper understand-
ing of the Word. By com-
. ing into this world, the
* Lord gave us the abil-
i ity to know Him and
 approach Him more
. ' directly. The Lord con-
" tinues to tell us who He
is and what He’s like in the
Word. The Word is the fountain
of life and doorway to our God.

If you're feeling lost, wondering how to
find the Lord in Bethlehem, go to the
Word. Though we may find many excus-
es for not doing it, as soon as we pick up
a copy and start reading, the Lord can be
born into our lives.

Besides being born in a manger, the
other sign of the Lord’s birth is that He
would be wrapped in swaddling clothes.

Swaddling clothes “signify first truths,
which are truths of innocence, and which
are also truths of the Divine love” (Apoc-
alypse Explained 706). Part of the reason
that the Lord was wrapped in swaddling
clothes was to remind us of the inno-
cence with which we need to approach
Him. Imagine ifthe shepherds didn'thave
the innocence to listen to the angels and
go quickly to Bethlehem. Imagine if the
wise men decided to stay home, uwill-
ing to search for the Messiah. Thankfully,
these people were willing to listen and
to be affected by the good.news of the
Lord’s advent. We must try to have this
innocence when we approach the Lord
in His Word if we genuinely want to find
Him there.

The swaddling clothes also represent
truths of Divine Love. Simply put, these
are teachings about loving the neighbor.
We cannot have innocence in our lives
without love toward the neighbor. The
whole Word teaches us how to be more
loving people. The Lord, Who is love it-
self, wants to share what is His own with
others and make them happy. We can
connect with the Lord by learning to love
as He loves.

The image of a babe wrapped in swad-
dling clothes and lying in a manger illus-
trates where we can find the Lord. The
manger represents the spiritual nour-
ishment the Lord givestus in His Word-
the good things He teaches. Swaddling
clothes remind us of the innocence we
need in approaching the Lord and the
love for the neighbor. This Christmas,
make room for the Lord in your life by
seeking Him in His Word and sharing His
love with others.

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Why was the Lord Born on Earth?

The Lord was born
on earth to save
the human race
and everyone in it.

Many people believe that He was born so that He might die (why else

would an immortal being become mortal?) and this to appease His an-

gry Father. But the idea of a bloodthirsty Father and a sacrificial Son just

doesn't fit with the New Church perspective of a single loving God, that

God is love itself, and that Jesus and Jehovah are the same Person.

he Lord Himself explains why

He was born when He says to

Pilate: “You say rightly that | am

a king. For this cause | was born,

and for this cause | have come

into the world, that | should bear wit-
ness to the truth” (John 18:37). The Lord
was born into the world not to die, but to
live and to do this in a way that showed
people that He truly is the king of heaven

and earth—to show Himself as God.

The Lord’s birth and life in this world al-
lows us to see God as a human being.
Before this, Jehovah could only be seen
as an angel (the Angel of the Lord who
spoke to Joshua, for example) or an in-
human, disembodied voice in clouds and
fire (in the burning bush and atop Mount
Sinai, for example).

For this cause | was born,
and for this cause | have
come into the world,
that | should bear
witness to the truth

-John 18:37

Jesus showed Himself—that is, God—to
be human not only in shape but in char-
acter, too. The people around Him could
see Him, talk with Him, travel with Him,
and get to know Him. As He said, “If you
really knew me, you would know My Fa-
ther as well. From now on, you do know
Him and have seen Him"(John 14:7). For
the first time, Jehovah showed Himself
directly to people in a way they could
understand—that is, in a way they could
see Him for who He really is.

What about us today, who have never
seen Jesus? True, we have never seen His
body, but a person is not his or her body.
When we first meet people, we might de-
scribe them by their height, hair color, or
clothing. But when we get to know them,
we are more likely to described them by
the things they love and the way they live
life.

The same is true for the Lord. He was
born in this world and lived among peo-
ple not so that they could see the color

and now can come to know Him as a hu-
man being, a Divine Human.

His birth also allowed others to see God
not as a powerful king, but as a power-
less infant. This appearance allowed the
forces of hell to attack Him the way they
attack us, as is illustrated by His temp-
tations in the wilderness (Matthew 4:1).
The Lord in His glory is a refining fire,
consuming all evil and completely unap-
proachable by an evil spirit (Malachi 3:2).
But when the Lord was born as all of us
are, with all of our weakness and cor-
ruptibility, evil spirits saw an opportunity
to destroy the Lord.

His victory in battle with the forces of
hell, a conflict commencing at His birth
and continuing daily until His death, is
the way the Lord saves people, even us
today. By overcoming all temptations,
He gained total dominion over evil and
put the hells back into their place. Now,
not only is the influence of evil kept in
check, but He can remove any evil from
any of us, if we but permit Him to do so.

The Lord was born on earth to save the
human race and everyone in it. By show-
ing Himself visibly as a Divine Human,
He allows us to know Him and relate to
Him. And by restoring the balance be-
tween the influences of good and evil,
He makes it possible for us to use that
knowledge and relationship to ask for
and accept His power, His mercy, and
His love. ®

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four approaches to try:

1 Picture Him as a Human Being

The New Church teaches that, though we
can't see God with our physical eyes, He's
not just a shapeless Force: He's a human be-
ing and that's how we can picture Him. True
Christianity 787 describes picturing Him as “a
man in the air or on the sea spreading forth
his hands and inviting to his arms.”

One of the reasons He was born into the
world was so that people could know that
their God is human and visible.

We can't have a relationship with a Force,
but we can have a relationship with a human
being. The Lord doesn't just have a human
form; He is also the source of all good hu-
man qualities—kindness, understanding,
compassion—in short, He is “Divine love in
human form” (Secrets of Heaven 4735).

2 Spend Time with the Lord

In any relationship it's important to have a
good understanding of who the other person
is, but that's not what's going to really de-
velop the relationship. If you really want to

Two ways of spending time with the Lord
are reading His Word and praying. Espe-
cially during a busy time of year it's easy
to say, “Yeah, | know | should pray and
read the Word,” and never get around
to it. And yet, if you commit to trying to
remember to pray every morning and
evening or to reading something from
the Word every day for the month of De-
cember, you will notice a difference in
your relationship with the Lord.

The New Church teaches that the Lord
“is continually speaking with a person”
through the good things that she feels
inspired to do and the true thoughts that
she has (Secrets of Heaven 904). If we are
in the habit of praying and reading the
Word, we'll be more likely to hear what
our God is saying to us.

3 Keep His Commandments

The best way of connecting with the
Lord, though, is even better than praying
and reading the Word. Itis through doing
what the Lord loves to do by keeping His

Myself to him” (John 14:15, 19-21).

It's as simple as that: if we want to have a
relationship with the Lord and see Him in
our lives, then we need to obey His com-
mandments. We're not expected to be
perfect, but the more we're able to reject
selfish desires, the more we will be able
to see the Lord working in our lives with
His unselfish Divine love (the Father) and
the stronger our relationship with Him
will become.

4 Look for Him in Other People

Just as we can come to see the Lord
working in our lives we also can see Him
working in other people’s lives. When we
see someone being generous or forgiving
or patient we are seeing the Lord.

So, as we reconnect with friends and
family at Christmastime, we can recon-
nect with the Lord at the same time
through other people and through trying
to live His love for other people. ®
